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Intl 201:  Introduction to International Studies (CRN#41509)

Course Description:  This course is an entry-level course designed for prospective international studies majors and as a general course for lower level social science distribution.  In any given term, roughly half the class are first and second-year students, and the other half are juniors and seniors.  There are four components we will work on simultaneously:

1. discipline-based concepts, analytical tools, research theories and ideologies

2. region-based information, perspectives, issues, and theories

3. economic, political, and cultural perspectives on globalization and development

4. content topics revolving around food, energy, health, security, and environment

By the end of the course, you will have enhanced your

a. state of the planet awareness

b. perspective consciousness

c. understanding of world issues and trends

d. understanding of local to global connections for each issue we explore

Specific Outcomes:
