Reading and Video Response Paper (20% of the final grade): Students will submit a four to five page response paper to Assignments on the Sunday following week four. This page count does not include the reference list, which will be in APA format. In this paper students will discuss the four sources (apart from the textbook chapters) that they believe were most important during the first four weeks. These sources may be either videos or readings. In their response they will briefly summarize the argument the source makes (and the key issue that it seeks to address), describe its strengths and weaknesses, and state why they thought it was particularly important, both to the course and to them personally. They must make specific reference to each of the four sources. It is important to incorporate quotations from the works viewed or read, and to include in-text citations in APA format. The papers must have a clear argument. For you, which was the most important source of all and why?
Please remember, that students  will be expected to read or view all content in each section of the course, even though they will only discuss four works in this response. Please also be certain to save the document before submitting it. It is your responsibility to confirm that your response was submitted, and to check your grades regularly throughout the course.
